“That Devil, Forrest”
and the

Selma, Marion & Memphis Railroad

The Selma, Marion & Memphis Railroad

According to Walter Rosene, the Selma, Marion & Ndeim Railroad
was originallychartered as the Marion & Alabama River Transporta-
tion Company, to construct a line from Marion, Alabama to thial¥ama
River. The name was changed to the Marion Railaapany in 1854
and to the Marion & Cahawba Railroad Company in8L8bhe name was
changed again in 1860 to Cahawba, Marion and Gbeeagailroad, and
finally in 1868 to the Selma, Marion & Memphis Railroad

After the War former Confederate Cavalry General, Nathan Bedford
Forrest, became president of the Selma, Marion & Maphis Rail-
road. He desired to expand the railroad, but thereavesvere shortage
of laborers in the South at the time. Another feri@onfederate General,
Gideon Pillow, had formed a labor company to prev@hinese workers,
and in 1869 Forrest purchased five thousand daidiassock in Pillow’s
firm. Pillow’s organization was forced to closeedw lack of funds and
Forrest arranged to hire Chinese workers from Sandisco broker Cor-
nelius Koopmanschap. The Chinese workers were arseah extension
of the railroad from Marion to Greenshoro and oS#ovyerville, some
forty-five miles.

Richard Hoober states that the line to Sawyervillavas completed in
1875 and the railroad failed On October 1, 1878 it was reorganized as
the Selma & Greensboro Railroad, and later becarteopthe Southern
Railway System.

Scrip Issues of the Selma, Marion & Memphis Railrod

TheSelma, Marion & Memphis Railroad issued scrip notesn 25-cent,
$2, $5 and $100 denominations for use in Alabamalhe designs of the
notes are identical to the illustration excepttf@ denomination. All of the
notesbear the engraved signature of N.B. Forrest as pragent. The stan-
dard contracts of the time required the railroagrtavide the workers with
“sufficient provision (in the case of the Chineabdrers it was rice, pork,
fish or beef, vegetables and tea), free of chardfew’as a common practice
for companies to operate a store for the workemitohase goods and ser-
vices not called for in the contract, and theses@tere obviously used for
that purpose — the obligation states that theaadrwill “Pay to the Bearer

in Merchandise at their Store.” The netese issued in Marion,
Alabama, and all are dated March 1, 1871.

Paul Garland indicates that tB&y of Memphis was a large stock-
holder in the early days of the railroad selling bonds and issuing war-
rants to get the railroad completed. His listingudes a $10 note not
contained in Rosene, but he does state that tleeisidated March 1,
1871, the same date as the notes payable at Mamlpama. Hoober
tells us that a Third, Fourth and Fifth series aies were issued in $5 and
$20 denominations, dated April 25, 1873, 1874 éBitblrespectively.

Forrest’'s command was part of the garrison at Bortelson, and he dis-
agreed with the decision of the co-commanders tieesder to the federal
forces commanded by U.S. Gramh. a daring maneuver, Forrest and
his troops escaped from the fort through enemy lirethe night before
the surrender. Forrest participated in the Battle of Shiloh inrhft862
and received a serious wound. In July 1862 hepn@®oted to brigadier
general. He then began to develop the type ofadiparthat was to be-
come his specialty — moving with lightning speedg@to enemy terri-
tory, surprising the foe, striking furiously, wrea$f destruction and then
moving on before the victims could recover theilabae. He and his

troops wergreatly feared by the Union soldiersand hesarned his
nickname from one respectful adversary — Major Genel William
Tecumseh Sherman.After one encounter with the troops under Forgest’
command, Sherman wrote to President Abraham Lintbat Devil
Forrest” must be killed even if the effort bankmreghthe Federal Treasury
and sacrificed ten thousand Union soldiers.

One federal soldier who was terrified of Forrest wa Major General
Stephen A. Hurlbut, who commanded some 12,000 troops that occupied
Memphis during 1863. He was so afraid that Forresh some 2,500

men, would “come and get him” that he consistergfysed to allow his
troops to leave the city. Grant finally replaceardut with Major Gen-

eral Cadwallader Washburn in late 1863.

Shortly after dawn oAugust 21, 1864 Forrest did raid Memphis He
had no intention of capturing the city; he wasratigng to drive the fed-
eral cavalry out of Mississippi, and he hoped thaticcessful raid would
result in the cavalry being recalled to help guhslcity’s port and mas-
sive supply depot. Forrest also hoped he coultlocaphe three federal
generals in the city at the time, and it almostkedr However, many of
Forrest’s troops were from Memphis and they madenach noise; they
also created much excitement among the civiliarufation, all of which
altered the federal forces. Washburn barely exckefstom the Confeder-
ates in his nightshirt, making a hasty dash frosnguiarters across a gar-
den, down an alley, and then sprinting about amék to the fort. Jeffrey
Forrest, by then a colonel, captured Washburn’sdwaod one of his dress
uniforms. Theraid also resulted in the capture of some 600 fedalr
troops.

Later in the day Forrest sent a messenger undag af truce to the fort,
offering the return of Washburn’s possessions.alde indicated that the
600 prisoners, who were hatless and barefooteddwwabably appreciate
receiving some provisions and clothing. Washbemt so much food that
Forrest was able to feed the prisoners and alisobfvn men. The prison-
ers were later released.

Forrest was “hot-blooded,’ a trait that probably contributed to his
military successes but also cause him consideralgeoblems off the
battlefield. One incident in June 1863, Forrest was shot byobiés sub-
ordinates. Forrest had enough strength left ljastab his assailant with
a knife. General Braxton Bragg was later Forrestimmanding officer

where a deep hatred developed between the two Beneral Bragg later
transferred command of Forrest’s troops to Gerlrséph Wheeler with-
out notification or explanation. With this Forrestode into General Brax-
ton’s tent and threaten his life if their pathsrgveross again.

Following this Forrest was transferred to Missipsgnd promoted to ma-
jor general. At Tupelo odune 10, 1864he won his greatest victory.
With about3,500 Confederateshe routed a federal force of approxi-
mately8,100 commanded by General Samuel D. SturgiPuring his

time in Mississippi, Forrest experienced a perstiagiedy. On February
22, 1865 as the Confederates launched a charggounigest brother Jef-
frey, received a bullet in the neck and fell frois horse. After the General
rushed to his brother’s aid and realized he wad,deagot back on his
horse and led a fierce and successful attack ofetiezals.

On February 1865 Forrest was promoted to lieutegaméeral given com-
mand of all the cavalry in Mississippi, east Loarsa and western Tennes-
see. Hdought his last battle at Selma, Alabama in April B65

Forrestinspired his men to valor by personal example During the course
of the war he was wounded four times, had twentghiorses shot from
under him and killed federal troops in hand-to-haadhbat. His basic rule
in fighting was, in his own words, to get therefiwith the most. His spell-
ing and grammar left much to be desired but henwalouble making him-
self understood. In 1875 he quietly accepted tmés@an faith and joined
the Cumberland Presbyterian Church. He headeduh€ux Klan for a
while after the war, but withdrew from the organiaa when it threatened
to degenerate into an instrument of personal veraggea

He died in Memphis on October 29, 1877. His obitwantained the fol-
lowing vignette: “General Forrest made a good agpeze in society. He
attended a party in Columbia during the war, abdlhant and eloquent
talking lady, now married, said to hiftGeneral Forrest, why is it that
your whiskers are black and your head gray?” Geneal Forrest re-
plied, “Because, miss, | work my head more than ld my jaws.”

Pinholes Obsolete notes often are found with some pinholes.
Pinholes result from notes that were held togethettached to clothing with
straight pins or were stored on spindles in baokewing counting or cancella-
tion. Paper defects and minute ink corrosion @fgpalso may appear as pin-
holes.
